Key points from the statistics

· We managed to increase the number of visits from 88 in 2008 to 94 in 2009. 4 visits in December were cancelled due to bad weather.
· The average number of visitors on a visit was again low (3) and something that hopefully the new Recruitment and Induction process will improve in 2010.
· The average number of people seen per visit was 7.5 for the majority of the year however fell in the last quarter to make an average of 7.
· We continued to provide a lot of practical support for detainees this year, particularly in the form of phone cards, mobile top ups and clothes.

· Five detainees that we visit have received more than 20 visits, one detainee we saw 39 times in 2009. This highlights the importance of the service we offer. 
· We saw detainees from a total of 37 countries. With an exception of Afghanistan, Nigeria, Iran, and Iraq produced the highest number of detainees as in 2008.
