Key points from the statistics

· We visited 94 times in 2010, like in 2009. Again visits in December were cancelled due to bad weather.
· The average number of visitors on a visit has risen from 3 in 2009 to 4 in 2010. This is a good improvement. 
· We continued to provide a lot of practical support for detainees this year, particularly in the form of phone cards, mobile top ups and clothes.

· In 2010 we started making Medical Justice referrals for detainees with medical issues that are either going untreated or the level of treatment has not been satisfactory.

· We saw detainees from a total of 39 countries. Pakistan was the country that produced the highest number of detainees we visited. However like in 2009, Eritrea, Iran, and Nigeria were the countries that produced the largest numbers.
· 2009 3% of detainees we visited had more than 20 visits, in 2010 9% (12) of the detainees we visited had more than 20 visits. This suggests the increase in length of time people are being detained for. 
· We visited less detainees than in 2009, from 157 to 134. We need to work on reaching out to others in Dungavel in 2011.
