Immigration, asylum and detention news

Parliamentary question on alternatives to detention of children at
Dungavel

Mr. Carmichael: To ask the Secretary of State for Scotland with reference to the
announcement by his Department of 23 October 2008 on a pilot of an alternative to
detention for children at Dungavel, when he expects the pilot to be operational.

Ann McKechin: I expect the Glasgow Alternatives to Detention pilot to be operational
in early 2009. The exact date for commencement of the pilot will depend on the
outcomes of ongoing discussions with our partners.

We are keen to minimise the detention of children where possible, and deal with the
return of families in an appropriate and sensitive manner. The procedure will empower
the families to make informed decisions on a return home through voluntary
departure, and hopefully reduce the need for the enforced removals.

Mr. Carmichael: To ask the Secretary of State for Scotland how long the trial for the
pilot of an alternative to detention for children at Dungavel will last.

Ann McKechin: The Glasgow Alternatives to Detention pilot is expected to last 18
months, although this will be kept under review once the pilot is operational.

Church offers support network to the government

A senior Kirk official has praised the government for listening to its concerns about
Dungavel - and asked that churches be part of the solution.

Reverend Ian Galloway, convener of the Kirk's Church and Society Council, made the
remarks ahead of the Moderator's recent visit to Dungavel. Mr. Galloway commented:

"We are pleased that the government has listened to us, as the Dungavel regime was
inhumane, especially for young children. But following Jim Murphy's announcement,
there must be action. And we want to be involved in that action."

He felt that churches had a lot to offer the government and failed asylum seekers:
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"The Kirk has always been regarded as being a place of support and safety for the
vulnerable in society.

"I know of church members who stood as surety for a family of failed asylum seekers,
and they fulfilled their bail conditions without fail."

The government has proposed that families of failed asylum seekers could be moved
to city centre flats instead of being kept at Dungavel detention centre. Mr. Galloway
pointed out that alternative measures like this would use far less of the taxpayers'
money.

The convener also said the interim measure of moving failed asylum seekers down to
English detention centres must end:

"It is a despicable practice - it is deeply distressing for those involved, and cuts them
off from any existing support network, making them feel further isolated."

He pointed out that it is always children who suffer most: "We strongly believe that
the interests of children should always be prioritised over the interests of immigration
policy. By permitting this to happen, the government is denying to children core rights
accorded them under the Convention on the Rights of the Child and lowering the
reputation of the UK internationally. I sincerely hope they will continue to pursue
options which do not involve lengthy periods of imprisonment."

Six asylum seekers claim £300,000 compensation for 'wrongly' being
held when they arrived in Britain

Six asylum seekers are claiming up to £300,000 in compensation after they were held
in detention following their entry into the UK, it was confirmed on Monday.

Lawyers for the six said the claim had been lodged for up to £50,000 each on grounds
of false imprisonment. The asylum seekers arrived in the UK unaccompanied, saying
they were under 18, but did not have documents to prove it, according to reports.

At least three were detained with adults for up to two weeks at an immigration centre
while their ages were checked. Mark Scott, of solicitors Bhatt Murphy, said the
claimants entered the UK without the support of their families.

He said: 'These are all claims where the Home Office has previously accepted that the
policy under which they were detained is unlawful, on the basis that now what
happens is that they have a proper assessment by people who know about children
such as social workers, to ascertain whether in fact they are children.

'The policy under which they were detained at the time is no longer in existence.'

A UK Border Agency spokeswoman said: 'If an applicant claims to be a child and there
is any question of their age, they are given the benefit of the doubt and treated as a
child.”

A Refugee Council spokeswoman said: 'Detention is vastly overused as a tool in the
asylum process and it has a massively damaging effect on adults as well as children.
'People who have been through torture end up being detained and it is extraordinarily
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harmful to people who have potentially just escaped from detention and ill-treatment
in their home countries.'
