
Visitor Role Outline
1. To provide emotional, social and practical support to detainees held at Dungavel Removal Centre through regular visiting. 

2. To follow up issues raised at visits in a timely fashion and keep detainees and other visitors informed of progress.

3. To adhere to the confidentiality, equal opportunities and media policies of Scottish Detainee Visitors

4. To maintain appropriate boundaries relevant the role of a visitor and on no account offer any legal advice to the detainee.

5. To participate in the rota system of visits along with other visitors, and provide timely notification to the coordinator of availability to visit.

6. To keep regular written records of visits in line with Scottish Detainee Visitors’ confidentiality policy.
7. To notify and discuss with the Coordinator any concerns or difficulties regarding any aspect of visiting or detainees.

8. To give as much notice as possible of any long periods of absence or intention to stop visiting.

9. To adhere to the rules and regulations regarding visiting as set out by Dungavel Removal Centre.

10. To attend and contribute to visitor updates, training sessions and annual general meetings.

11. To contribute to the fundraising activities of the organisation and attend fundraising events.
